e LABR 3050 ISSUES IN OCCUPATIONAL HEALTH AND SAFETY
AND WORKERS' COMPENSATION; AND
e LABR 3060 WORKPLACE HEALTH AND SAFETY; AND
* LABR 3070 LABOUR RELATIONS AND
OCCUPATIONAL HEALTH AND SAFETY LAW.

To be accessible to individuals who are working full-time,
the program intends to offer one of these courses in a
weekday evening timeslot in each of the three terms

of the academic year, Fall, Winter and Summer.

LABR 3050 is planned to be offered in Summer 2023,
and the other two courses in Fall 2023 and Winter 2024.
This will continue moving forward but not necessarily

in this order. Please note that LABR 3050, unlike the
other two courses, requires some prior knowledge of
occupational health and safety.

To start the Micro-Diploma in Summer 2023,
the deadline to apply is February 1, 2023.

To start the micro-diploma in Fall 2023,
the deadline to apply is June 1, 2023.

Late application requests will be considered
on an individual basis.
